Graphic Design 1 Syllabus: For Students and Parents 
Course Description: 

Graphic Design is a semester-long class with a focus on introducing students to basic computer design techniques which serve as a foundation to their artistic expression. Students will produce original design creations utilizing Adobe Photoshop and Illustrator. Class discussions will revolve around exposure to various graphic artists, concepts and styles from around the globe and throughout history as well as practices from the industry.

Entry Task: Journal

Some projects will begin by completing a journal drawing. If a student is absent, she/he should plan on doing a journal drawing outside of class for each day they are gone. The topics can be found by asking a fellow student or me after class or during work time.

Tardy Policy:

1st tardy: warning

2nd tardy: warning

3rd tardy: On the 3rd tardy and each thereafter, the student will write a letter home and address an envelope to his/her parents or guardians. I will mail the letter home so your family can call me to discuss the situation. Any student entering late more than 5 times has the potential to be assigned Saturday school or short term suspension. 

Discipline:

To ensure the best possible learning environment for your student, each student is expected to follow all procedures and expectations. In addition, she/he is expected to follow the design room procedures and expectations:

1. Use quiet voices in this class.

2. Look at the teacher and listen to all instructions.

3. Follow all directions the first time given.

4. Work in class. This means working on your Design project. If you are done you should explore programs, try a tutorial, or draw on your own. NO VIDEO GAMES.
Consequences:

· The 1st time a student needs help following these = verbal warning

· The 2nd time during the same class period = move to isolated area, sign log, continue working at table. NO TALKING. 

· The 3rd time during the same class period= moved to isolation and copy a letter to be returned to me at the end of the class period. Letter is sent home and I call home to discuss the situation with your parents.

· If the student’s behavior becomes a pattern, (this would be 4 or more isolations from my room) the student will visit with the vice principal. The student will call home from the vice principal’s office to explain the situation. The remainder of that class period will be spent in the office. Saturday school may be assigned. 
Defiance/Disrespect:
The goal of this discipline plan is to maintain a safe and productive learning environment where every student can succeed. I will ask a student one time to follow a request. I do not ask twice. If a student chooses to argue or be disrespectful, I will give the student a choice between:

1. After school detention for that day (served in the office)

2.   After school detention the following day (served in the office)

If a student refuses to choose which day they would prefer, I will send the student to the vice principal to take administrative action.

Hall Passes:
You will have 6 bathroom passes.  

You will only get 6.

If you lose them you will not get new passes, no extra credit. 

Bathroom passes are good for 6 minutes of restroom time. If you are gone for more than this allocated time I will warn you once then you will get Wednesday morning detention. 

Cell Phone Policy: 
Cell phone use during class is not allowed (even texts). For those who are addicted to or tempted to use them during class, points will be docked each time I see you using it. I may not inform you of this when it happens and you will notice lost points in the grade book. 

Clean-Up/ Shut Down:

Clean up, saving, or packing up will commence 2-3 minutes before the end of every class and no sooner. This will give you time to gather your things and back up your files. If you leave garbage behind you will be cleaning my room the next time you come to class.
Tech Prep Eligible:

This course is Tech Prep College Connections approved and articulated with Bellevue College or Lake Washington Technical College. Students who demonstrate proficiency of the college course competencies with a ‘B’ (3.0) or better grade, may be eligible to earn college credit through the Tech Prep program.   During the year all of the college competencies will be covered in class and some may require additional independent work by the student.  Students must register online using the statewide enrollment and reporting system http://sers.techprepwa.org and also are required to pay a non-refundable $46 annual consortium fee to earn college credit through the Tech Prep College Connections program (http://pay.techprepcc.org). Students MUST register for Tech Prep college credit while they are enrolled in the high school course.
